Convidamos a comunidade académica brasileira a participar do X Coléquio Internacional
Pierre Bayle: Critica e luta filoséfica O evento sera promovido pelo Programa de Pos-
Graduacgao em Filosofia da Universidade de Brasilia (PPGFIL-UNB), entre os dias 17 a 19
de julho de 2024, na Universidade de Brasilia - DF.

A proposta é realizar um evento cientifico, partindo da obra de Pierre Bayle, mas com a
ampla tematica critica e luta filoséfica no Grande Século XVIIl e no mundo contemporéneo.
A partir do mosaico formado pela apresentacdo de trabalhos de discentes, docentes e
pesquisadores qualificados, espera-se articular os diversos projetos de pesquisa em
desenvolvimento. No horizonte académico, o nosso foco € a histdria da filosofia e o seu
manancial teérico para o estabelecimento da nocgéo de critica, pensada por Pierre Bayle e
depois inseparavel do Século XVIIl. A ambiguidade acompanha esta nog¢do por todo o
século XVIII, que insiste sobre uma dupla acepgao: a critica pode ser filolégica (que
examina justificagbes literarias ou artisticas) ou politica (que examina a justificativa da
autoridade). As duas significagbes convergem na obra de Kant: a partir da percepgao do
risco de falhas na razéo, por dogmatismo ou ceticismo, a prépria razao deve proceder aum
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exercicio de arbitragem: é o tribunal reflexivo da razdo. Nessa diregao, o X Coléquio Pierre
Bayle se propde nao apenas a revisitar a critica da “razao corrosiva”, mas também os
desdobramentos dessa fundagéo célebre: a pretensao é abrigar analises de diversas
concepgcoes de critica, desde a critica das supersti¢coes, das religides, da autoridade e até
do préprio conhecimento.

O tema da critica constitui uma nogéo essencial para a filosofia, e na filosofia politica,
possui uma vocagao eminentemente pratica. O atual cenario mundial, e, sobretudo, o
brasileiro, apresentam um mosaico de problemas que exigem reflexado, critica e uma
intervencgao filosdfica. O intenso debate que se observa em torno dos limites da liberdade
de expressao, da faléncia da critica e das nem sempre claras relacoes entre o Estado e a
religido, torna imprescindivel a discussao, ja colocada por Pierre Bayle, do combate aos
fundamentalismos e a supersticdo, bem como o problema candente da protecéo de certos
direitos, da liberdade de crenga, da tolerancia religiosa bem como o das garantias politicas
do Estado.

O interesse do grupo reunido em torno deste projeto se reflete no empenho dos seus
pesquisadores em pensar a articulagao da filosofia e da politica com os problemas do
Estado democratico contemporaneo, no compromisso efetivo de favorecer um amplo
debate com a comunidade académica internacional e do Brasil.

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Appel a participation au Xéme Colloque International Pierre Bayle : Critique et lutte
philosophique

L'événement est organisé par le département de philosophie de U'Université de Brasilia
(PPGFIL-UNB), du 17 au 19 juillet 2024, a 'Université de Brasilia (District Fédéral, Brésil)

Le colloque est centré sur l'ccuvre de Pierre Bayle, mais suivant le theme général de la
critique et de la lutte philosophique dans le Grand XVllle siécle et jusque dans le monde
contemporain. On s'intéressera a 'histoire de la philosophie et a sa source théorique pour
fonder la notion de critique, chez Bayle. L'ambiguité accompagne cette notion tout au long
du XVllle siecle, avec une hésitation entre deux sens sens : philologique (examen des
justifications littéraires ou artistiques) ou politique (examen des justifications de l'autorité).
Les deux aspects convergent dans 'ceuvre de Kant : a partir de la perception du risque de
failles de la raison, dues au dogmatisme ou au scepticisme, la raison elle-méme doit se
livrer a un exercice d'arbitrage (c'est le tribunal réflexif de la raison). Dans cette perspective,
le Xe Colloque Pierre Bayle se propose de revisiter non seulement la critique de la " raison
corrosive ", mais aussi les conséquences de ce fameux fondement.

La critique est un concept essentiel en philosophie, et en philosophie politique, elle a une
vocation éminemment pratique. Le contexte mondial actuel, et en particulier le contexte
brésilien, présente un ensemble de problémes qui nécessitent une réflexion et une
intervention conceptuelle sur le sujet. Le débat intense autour des limites de la liberté
d'expression, de l'échec de la critique et de la relation pas toujours claire entre l'Etat et la
religion rend indispensable la discussion sur la lutte contre le fondamentalisme et la
superstition, ainsi que sur la question brllante de la protection de certains droits, de la
liberté de croyance, de la tolérance religieuse et des garanties politiques de [Etat.

Seront considérées les propositions tant de professeurs que de chercheurs en doctorat ou
d'étudiants de troisieme cycle. La date limite de soumission des articles est fixée au 25 juin
2024. Les propositions, accompagnées d'un résumé, doivent étre envoyées (au format .doc
ou .docx) a coloquiobayle@gmail.com, avec le titre du travail, le nom, le titre, l'affiliation

We invite the academic community to participate in the 70th International Colloquium
Pierre Bayle: Critique and Philosophical Struggle. The event will be organized by the
Graduate Program in Philosophy at the University of Brasilia (PPGFIL-UNB), from July 17 to
19, 2024, at the University of Brasilia — DF, Brazil.

The proposal is to organize an event based on the work of Pierre Bayle, but with the broad
theme of critique and philosophical struggle in the Grand Siecle (18th century) and in the
contemporary world. The conference will focus on the history of philosophy and its
theoretical resources for establishing the notion of critique, as conceived by Pierre Bayle
and subsequently developed and applied throughout the 18th century. Throughout the
18th century, the notion of critique carried a dual meaning: critique can be philological
(examining literary or artistic justifications) or political (examining the justification of
authority). Both senses converge in Kant's work: from the perception of the risk of reason's
failures, either by dogmatism or skepticism, reason itself must proceed to an exercise of
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arbitration: the reflective tribunal of reason. In light of this double notion, the 70"
Colloquium Pierre Bayle aims not only to revisit the critique of “corrosive reason” but also
to explore the development of different notions of critique, such critique of superstition,
religion, authority, and even knowledge itself.

The theme of critique is an essential notion for philosophy, and in political philosophy, it
has an eminently practical vocation. The current global context, and especially the
Brazilian one, presents a host of problems that demand reflection, critique, and
philosophical intervention. The intense debate observed around the limits of freedom of
expression, the failure of critique, and the often unclear relationship between the State
and religion, makes the discussion, already posed by Pierre Bayle, of combating
fundamentalisms and superstition, as well as the pressing problem of protecting certain
rights, freedom of belief, religious tolerance, and the political guarantees of the State,
indispensable.

The interest of the group gathered around this project is reflected in the commitment of its
researchers to think about the articulation of philosophy and politics with the problems of
the contemporary democratic State, with the effective commitment to foster a broad
debate with the international and Brazilian academic community. We look forward to the
participation of all interested parties.

Submission Guidelines:

Proposals from professors, doctoral researchers, and graduate students will be
considered. The deadline for submission of proposals is June 25, 2024. Proposals, with an
abstract, should be sent (in .doc or .docx format) to the email address
coloquiobayle@gmail.com and should include the title of the paper, author’s name,
academic qualification and academic affiliation, and an abstract (500 to 1000 characters).
The abstract must be in English or French. The list of accepted papers will be published by
June 28, 2024.
